B1. ¢ Qué medicamentos recetados estan en la Lista de Medicamentos Cubiertos?
(Llamamos a la Lista de Medicamentos Cubiertos la “Lista de Medicamentos”
para abreviar).

Los medicamentos de la Lista de Medicamentos que comienza en la Seccién C1 son los
medicamentos cubiertos por Community Advantage Plus. Los medicamentos estan disponibles en
las farmacias de nuestra red. Una farmacia esta en nuestra red si tenemos un acuerdo con ellos
para trabajar con nosotros y brindarle servicios. Nos referimos a estas farmacias como “farmacias
de la red”.

Otros medicamentos, como los de venta libre (OTC) y determinadas vitaminas, pueden estar
cubiertos por Medi-Cal Rx. Visite el sitio web de Medi-Cal Rx (www.medi-calrx.dhcs.ca.gov) para
mas informacion. También puede llamar al Departamento de Servicio al Cliente de Medi-Cal Rx al

B2. ; Cambia alguna vez la Lista de Medicamentos?

Si, y Community Advantage Plus debe seguir las reglas de Medicare y Medi-Cal al realizar cambios.
Podemos agregar o quitar medicamentos de la Lista de Medicamentos durante el aho.

Es posible que cambiemos nuestras reglas sobre los medicamentos. Por ejemplo, podriamos:

e Decidir si requiere o no la autorizacién previa para un medicamento. (La autorizacion previa
es el permiso de Community Advantage Plus antes de que pueda obtener un medicamento).

e Agregar o cambiar la cantidad de un medicamento que puede obtener (los llamados limites
de cantidad).

e Agregar o cambiar restricciones de terapia escalonada en un medicamento. (La terapia
escalonada significa que debe probar un medicamento antes de que cubramos otro).

Para mas informacién sobre estas reglas de medicamentos, consulte la pregunta B4.

Si esta tomando un medicamento que estaba cubierto a principios de afio, generalmente no
eliminaremos ni cambiaremos la cobertura de ese medicamento durante el resto del ano a menos que:

e salga al mercado un nuevo medicamento mas barato que funciona tan bien como un
medicamento de la Lista de Medicamentos actual, o

e nos enteramos de que un medicamento no es seguro, 0

e un medicamento es retirado del mercado.

B3. ; Qué sucede cuando hay un cambio en la Lista de Medicamentos?

Algunos cambios a la Lista de Medicamentos ocurriran inmediatamente. Por ejemplo:

e Sustituciones de ciertas nuevas versiones de medicamentos. Podemos eliminar
inmediatamente los medicamentos de la Lista de Medicamentos si los reemplazamos con
ciertas versiones nuevas de ese medicamento, pero el costo del nuevo medicamento
seguira siendo $0. Cuando agregamos una nueva version de un medicamento, también
podemos decidir mantener el medicamento de marca o el producto biolégico original en la
lista, pero cambiar sus reglas o limites de cobertura.

o Es posible que no le infformemos antes de realizar este cambio, pero le enviaremos
informacion sobre el cambio especifico que realizamos una vez que ocurra.

o Podemos realizar estos cambios solo si el medicamento que estamos agregando:
- €S una nueva version genérica de un medicamento de marca, o

- es una nueva version biosimilar determinada de productos biologicos originales en
la Lista de Medicamentos (por ejemplo, agregar un biosimilar intercambiable que
pueda sustituir a un producto bioldgico original sin una nueva receta).

- Algunos de estos tipos de medicamentos pueden ser nuevos para usted. Para
obtener mas informacion, consulte la Seccion B14.

o Usted o su proveedor pueden solicitar una excepcion a estos cambios. Le enviaremos
un aviso con los pasos que puede seguir para solicitar una excepcion. Consulte las
preguntas B10-B12 para obtener mas informacion sobre las excepciones.

e Eliminar medicamentos inseguros y otros medicamentos que se retiran del mercado.
A veces, un medicamento puede resultar inseguro o retirarse del mercado por otro motivo.
Si esto sucede, podemos retirarlo inmediatamente de la Lista de Medicamentos. Si esta
tomando el medicamento, le enviaremos un aviso después de que realicemos el cambio.
Si le informamos que la FDA ha retirado de la Lista de Medicamentos un medicamento que

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usted ha estado retirando por razones de seguridad, debe comunicarse con su médico lo
antes posible para analizar otros medicamentos que pueda tomar para su afeccion.

Es posible que hagamos otros cambios que afecten a los medicamentos que toma. Le
informaremos con antelacion sobre estos otros cambios en la Lista de Medicamentos. Estos
cambios pueden suceder si:

e La FDA proporciona nuevos lineamientos o existen nuevos lineamientos clinicos sobre
un medicamento.

e eliminamos un medicamento de marca de la Lista de Medicamentos cuando agregamos un
medicamento genérico que no es nuevo en el mercado, o

e eliminamos un producto biolégico original al agregar un biosimilar, o
e cambiamos las reglas o limites de cobertura para el medicamento de marca.
Cuando se produzcan estos cambios, haremos lo siguiente:
¢ informarle al menos 30 dias antes de que hagamos el cambio a la Lista de Medicamentos o

¢ leinformamos y le entregamos un suministro para 31 dias después de que pida un resurtido
del medicamento.

Esto le dara tiempo para hablar con su médico u otra persona que le receta. El o ella lo ayudara a
decidir lo siguiente:

¢ si hay un medicamento similar en la Lista de Medicamentos que puede tomar en su lugar, o

e sidebe solicitar una excepcion a estos cambios. Para mas informacion sobre las
excepciones, consulte las preguntas B10-B12.

B4. ; Existen restricciones o limites en la cobertura de medicamentos o alguna
accion requerida para obtener ciertos medicamentos?

Si, algunos medicamentos tienen reglas de cobertura o tienen limites en la cantidad que puede
obtener. En algunos casos, usted, su médico u otra persona que le recete deben hacer algo antes
de que pueda obtener el medicamento. Por ejemplo:

e Autorizacién Previa: Para algunos medicamentos, usted, su médico u otro profesional que
receta deben obtener autorizacion de Community Advantage Plus antes de surtir su receta.
La autorizacion previa es diferente a una derivacion. Es posible que Community Advantage
Plus no cubra el medicamento si no obtiene autorizacion previa.

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¢ Limites de Cantidad: A veces, Community Advantage Plus limita la cantidad de un
medicamento que puede obtener.

o Terapia escalonada: A veces, Community Advantage Plus requiere que usted realice
una terapia escalonada. Esto significa que tendras que probar medicamentos en un orden
determinado para tu condicion médica. Es posible que tenga que probar un medicamento
antes de que cubramos otro. Si su médico considera que el primer medicamento no funciona
para usted, entonces cubriremos el segundo.

Puede averiguar si su medicamento tiene requisitos o limites adicionales consultando las tablas
de la Secciéon C1. También puede obtener mas informacion visitando nuestro sitio web en
www.chpiv.org. Hemos publicado documentos en linea. eso explicar nuestras restricciones de
autorizacion previa y terapia escalonada. También puede pedir que le enviemos una copia.

Puede solicitar una excepcion a estos limites. Esto le dara tiempo para hablar con su médico u
otra persona que le receta. Pueden ayudarle a decidir si hay un medicamento similar en la Lista de
Medicamentos que pueda tomar en su lugar o si debe solicitar una excepcion. Consulte las
preguntas B10-B12 para mas informacién sobre las excepciones.

B5. ;Como sabré si el medicamento que quiero tiene limites o si se requieren
acciones para obtenerlo?

La tabla en la seccion titulada “Lista de Medicamentos por Condiciéon Médica” tiene una columna

denominada “Acciones necesarias, restricciones o limites de uso”.

B6. ¢ Qué sucede si Community Advantage Plus cambia sus reglas sobre como
cubren algunos medicamentos (por ejemplo, autorizaciéon previa, limites de
cantidad y/o restricciones de terapia escalonada)?

En algunos casos, le informaremos con anticipacién si agregamos o modificamos la autorizacién
previa, los limites de cantidad y/o las restricciones de terapia escalonada de un medicamento.
Consulte la pregunta B3 para obtener mas informacion sobre este aviso anticipado y las situaciones
en las que es posible que no podamos informarle con anticipacion cuando cambien nuestras reglas
sobre los medicamentos en la Lista de Medicamentos.

B7. ; Como puedo encontrar un medicamento en la Lista de Medicamentos?

Hay dos formas de encontrar un medicamento:
e puede buscar por orden alfabético o

e puede buscar por condicién médica.

Para buscar alfabéticamente, busque su medicamento en la seccion del indice de Medicamentos
Cubiertos. Puede encontrarlo en la pagina I-1.

Para buscar por condicién médica, busque la seccién denominada “Lista de Medicamentos por
Condicion Médica”. Los medicamentos de esta seccion estan agrupados en categorias segun el tipo
de afecciones médicas que se utilizan para tratar. Por ejemplo, si tiene una afeccién cardiaca, debe
buscar en la categoria Agentes Cardiovasculares. Ahi es donde encontrard medicamentos que
tratan enfermedades del corazon.

B8. ¢ Qué pasa si el medicamento que quiero tomar no esta en la Lista
de Medicamentos?
Si no encuentra su medicamento en la Lista de Medicamentos, llame al Departamento de Servicio

al Cliente al 1-888-484-1412 (TTY 1-888-671-3263) y pregunte al respecto. Si se entera de que
Community Advantage Plus no cubrird el medicamento, puede hacer una de estas cosas:

¢ Pregunte al Departamento de Servicio al Cliente o a su Coordinador de Casos por una lista
de medicamentos como el que desea tomar. Luego, muéstrele la lista a su médico u otro
profesional que extiende sus recetas.
